Rallway Offielals are required to call on the nearest authorized surgeons whenever
practicable, when surgical or medical services are needed. When such are accessible,
the Hospital Fund will not be responsible for bills for medical services rendered byany
other physician. In the event of a sudden emergency, arising from accident, if necess-
ary proper surgical aid should be procured until the arrival of a regularly appointed
surgeon, when the case should be placed in his charge, and in no case should the
services of any but an authorized company surgeon be continued at the expense of the
Railway Company or of the Hospital Fund after such surgeon is able to assume charge
of the case.
