hysician. In the event of a sudden emergency, aris-
ng from accident, if necessary, proper surgical aid
should be procured until the arrival of a regularly
appointed surgeon, when the case should be placed in
his charge, and in no case should the services of any
but an authorized company surgeon be continued at
the expense of the Railway Company or of the Ios-
pital Fund after such surgeon is able to assume charge
of the case.

Boarding and Nursing are furnished only at hospitals
with which the Com ane/ has made arrangements. We
are not responsible for hills incurred elsewhere unless
specially authorized or approved by the Chief Surgeon,
and then only in critical cases of injury or illness
occurring in the discharge of duty.
