Coxgpany or of the Hospital Fund after such surgeon is able to assume charge

the case. "

Boarding and Nursing are furnished only at hospitals with which the
Company has made arrangements. We are not responsible for bills in-
curred elsewhere unless specially authorized or af&roved by the Chief Sur-
geon, and then only in critical cases of injury or illness occurring in the dis-
charge of duty.
