Reduced speed limits are designated by advance warning signs set
in an upward angle of 45 degrees and indicate by numerals the per-
missible speed. Reduce speed signs, hexagon shaped, are located
at the beginning of the restricted territory and also indicate by
numerals the permisgible speed through the restricted area. Re-
sume speed signs bearing the letters “RS” or colored green with-
out any lettering indicate the end of the restricted territory. On
the Terminals, First, Second and Third Subdivisions of the Van-
